After a long period of use or use with any

prevent the unit from falling down.

» New batteries of the same type must be
inserted following the polarity stated.

Cleaning instructions
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To ensure optimal performance of the
unit, cleaning has to be carried out at
regular intervals.

*Switch off the power supply and unplug
before cleaning.

*Do not touch the aluminium fin, sharp parts may
cause injury.

»Do not use benzine, thinner or scouring powder.

*Use only soap ( >~ pH 7) or neutral
household detergent.

*Do not use water hotter than 40°C.

Wipe the unit gently with a soft,
dry cloth.

Troubleshooting

The following symptoms do not indicate malfunction.

Symptom ‘ Cause

Mist emerges from indoor unit. » Condensation effect due to cooling process.

Water flowing sound during operation. + Refrigerant flow inside the unit.

The room has a peculiar odour. » This may due to damp smell emitted by the wall,
carpet, furniture or clothing.

Indoor fan stops occasionally during automatic [+ This helps to remove the surrounding odours.

Operation is delayed a few minutes aiter » The delay Is a protection to the unit's compressor.
